






Why Education for All?





Crop yields in Kenya could rise up to 22% if women farmers had the same education and inputs (fertilizer, credit) as men farmers.





If every girl and boy received a complete primary education, at least 7 million new cases of HIV could be prevented in a decade.





A child born to an educated mother is more than twice as likely to survive to the age of five as a child born to an uneducated mother.





Every year of schooling decreases a male’s chance of engaging in violent conflict by 20%.





On average, for a girl in a poor country, each additional year of education beyond grades three or four will lead to 20% higher wages and a 10% decrease in the risk of her own children dying of preventable causes.
