Faith in Action: Getting Our Priorities Straight 
	Urge Congress to Put Working Families First
In every Congress, taxes are one of the hottest of hot button issues. Politicians promise broad tax cuts because they believe the political payoff outweighs the fiscal damage. The Bush tax cuts are set to expire this year. These tax cuts have cost us $2.5 trillion over the last ten years with half of the benefits going to the wealthiest 5 percent of Americans.
At the same time, millions of Americans are struggling just to survive in this economy. Unemployment is at its highest levels in 20 years, 40 million people are on food stamps, and poverty is on the rise. The Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) and the Child Tax Credit (CTC) are essential tools for helping people living in poverty. They are designed to promote work and economic responsibility. Recent expansions to these credits will also expire this year, yet some in Congress object to extending them while pushing for more cuts for the wealthy. It is time to start putting the values we hold most dear — community, opportunity, compassion — ahead of those that divide us — greed, selfishness, and indifference.
TAKE ACTION: Request a meeting with your members of Congress to talk about tax policy that is morally centered. Urge them to tell House and Senate leaders to make the 2009 expansions of the EITC and CTC permanent so that our tax code reflects the value of creating wealth rather than rewarding it. Faith in Action: Urge Congress to Prioritize Education for All 

	Build Support for Universal Primary Education
In 2008, then-candidate Barack Obama addressed global development experts and advocates at the Clinton Global Initiative in New York, outlining the approach he would take as president to achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). He described his vision for a $2 billion global education fund to accelerate progress toward education for all. 
The need is absolutely clear. Seventy-two million primary school-aged children are still not in school. At the current rate of progress, 56 million children will still be out of school in 2015, which is the MDG target date for achieving universal primary education.  
The Education for All Act of 2010 (H.R. 5117) provides a clear blueprint for U.S. leadership to achieve Education for All.
