Over the last few years, we’ve been bombarded with information about how to rescue our economy from the recent financial collapse. But a fundamental question has been ignored throughout this process — what kind of economy do we want to create? Or more importantly, what kind of values do we hold dear and how can we shape our economy to fulfill them? 

We’ve watched the bailout and rescues of big banks and insurance companies. But how is Congress helping families — and especially their children — impacted by the recession that these corporate giants helped cause? The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), the 2009 economic recovery bill, made significant investments in American families by expanding the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) and Child Tax Credit (CTC). These credits encourage work, promote responsibility and help keep millions of low-income working families out of poverty. 

But these ARRA expansions expire at the end of 2010. We need Congress to make these expansions of the Earned Income Tax Credit and the Child Tax Credit permanent before this year is over.
