Attend the national conference call each month and take the monthly action. 

Meet with your group a second time each month to plan and implement activities. 

Stay in touch with your group leader. 

Contribute a minimum of $35 a year to RESULTS and work as a group to help cover the costs of 
supporting your group and the organization. 

Practice public speaking and hold outreach meetings at least four times a year to generate new activists and 
donors. 
What are the major steps of the legislative process?

In both House and Senate a bill:

Is introduced into committee

Gathers cosponsors

Goes through “mark up” in committee before the committee votes on the bill

Is sent to the full House or Senate, where it may face amendments before the bill comes up for a vote

Goes to conference committee if House and Senate pass bills that differ, followed by votes on the full compromise bill in both houses

Goes in front of the President to be signed into law or vetoed. If vetoed, the House and Senate can override the veto with a 2/3 vote of both houses

Meet face-to-face with members of Congress
Build relationships with congressional staff members

Ask members of Congress to speak with colleagues in Congress about our issues

Build support for our issues in the media

Get community members involved

P is for state the Problem

I is for Inform the listener about the issue and some key solutions

C for Call to action — what does the listener need to do to see the solutions enacted?
