Frequently Asked Questions
What is the Faith in Action Project?

RESULTS’ Faith in Action Project is designed to expand our successful advocacy network to communities of faith. RESULTS has successfully trained citizen advocates in creating the political will to end hunger and poverty around the world. Although RESULTS is not a religious organization, we recognize the strength the faith community brings to this work.

Why focus on faith communities?
Communities of faith bring amazing power, commitment and clarity to the cause of ending poverty. By partnering together, RESULTS and communities of faith can work together as a testament to the power we all have to make a difference in the lives of those in need.

Is RESULTS religiously affiliated?
No. RESULTS is not allied with any faith or religious tradition. Our volunteers come from diverse backgrounds, experiences and locales. Some RESULTS volunteers are people of faith, some are not, and some see their RESULTS work as an extension and expression of their faith.

Why should people of faith get involved with RESULTS?
When people make the choice to become part of RESULTS, they are longing to create a different world — a world free of hunger and poverty. For some of us, our religious faith compels us toward this goal by working for justice for the most vulnerable among us. However, knowing how to connect with up-to-the-minute policy research and legislative activity so that we can speak truth to power in appropriate, efficient and effective ways is not always readily apparent. In other words, we are abundant in the “why” — the moral authority to act — but may need help with the “how” — putting it into action. This is where RESULTS can make the difference.

What does RESULTS offer?
RESULTS has been equipping citizens for over twenty-five years with the tools to effect significant change. Primarily, we work to establish local RESULTS advocacy groups that take targeted, consistent actions on some of the most pressing issues of hunger and poverty. We also have a citizen advocacy toolkit that is available to any community interested in changing systems that perpetuate injustice. We also offer a faith-based advocacy curriculum, designed as a multi-week study to help communities of faith learn more about our advocacy work seen through the prism of scripture. Faith communities can take their justice work forward in significant ways with RESULTS activist training; likewise, the RESULTS community can benefit from the passion and commitment that are characteristic of people of faith.

What issues does RESULTS work on?
RESULTS believes that in order to bring an end to hunger and poverty, we must address the root causes. RESULTS works with members of Congress, the media and community partners to build support for finding solutions to the conditions of poverty. Specifically, we support programs and initiatives at the federal level that promote health care, education, economic opportunity, nutritional assistance, and empowered citizenship.

Does working with RESULTS affect a faith organization’s tax-exempt status?

No. RESULTS Educational Fund is a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization that supports our work to educate the media and the public about hunger and poverty issues, and to train citizens in participatory democracy. Like most faith organizations, contributions made to RESULTS Ed Fund are tax-deductible. RESULTS, Inc. is a nonprofit organization and is organized for the purpose of lobbying, which is at the core of creating the political will to end hunger. RESULTS, Inc. is a 501(c)(4) organization and contributions to it are not tax-deductible. Because RESULTS/RESULTS Ed Fund does not endorse, advocate or work for political candidates or parties, involvement in this work does not jeopardize an organization’s tax-exempt status.
