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I want to thank you because we have come a long way together. We’re not going to stop until every child has the opportunity that my grandchildren and your grandchildren have to get an education. And we know that although we got the [foreign aid allocation for education] from $100 million to $1 billion, there are 72 million children in this world who still don’t have access to an education. So we have a lot of work to do together. 

I know that just today I got more sponsors for the Education for All Act because of you. Thank you for your hard work. Keep going out there and just remember that members of Congress work on so many different issues, but when you talk to them and develop those special relationships, you help them understand that they have to support education for all children. 

I just want to express my appreciation. We’ll keep fighting together.
